MUSICAL CHEERS

We met first in a wine bar off Oxford Street. I'd just been to a disastrous concert at the Wigmore Hall – a little-known Korean soprano in a Hugo Wolf song cycle. You can imagine! He came up to me, pointing to my concert programme.

'Oh well, my dear. Some you win, some you lose, I suppose! Have a nice cool drink and forget all about it.'

He ordered two glasses of Sancerre and we took them to a corner table. I don't usually accept drinks from total strangers but there was something disarming about him. He wore a bizarre assortment of clothes – a striped cricket blazer worn over a slightly grubby T-shirt, brown corduroy trousers and a pair of dirty, battered trainers. He was perhaps fifty, maybe older. He had short grey hair and a small moustache. The most attractive thing about him was his voice. It was warm and lilting. It had the sort of musical quality I associate with Ireland.

'Things aren't what they were,' he sighed, sipping his wine, 'I remember the greats you know – Beecham, Sir Malcolm Sargent, von Karajan – you name them, I knew them. Anyway, cheers.'

He raised his glass and we drank. I went to replenish our glasses.

'So you're in the music business?' I inquired.

'Me? Music is in my veins. It's the air in my lungs. It's the food in my stomach. Music? Me and music are like that.' And he interlaced his fingers to show me how close he and music were.

'But do you play yourself?' I asked.

'Not exactly play. I'm more in the broadcasting and recording area,' he confided, 'but I have an essential role in every performance,' he replied evasively. 'I've worked with them all – Zubin Mehta, Bernstein (now he was a lad, I can tell you), Arthur Rubenstein (a real ladies' man too), Pavarotti, Solti. There are plenty of stories I could tell you.'

When we left to make our way to our separate homes, we agreed to meet again the following week. From then on, we met occasionally for about six months. But, despite our common interest in music, we never went to a concert together. I suggested it once, but he refused so violently that I never suggested it again.

Yet, every time we met he would boast about his musical contacts.

'I was on with Sir Neville Marriner last week,' he said, with a modest smile, 'and next week it's the Juillard. I'm busy every night. But they're all such lovely people; lovely…' His voice trailed off nostalgically.

Now, I am not an especially curious person, but I have to admit that I was intrigued by Cheers. (When I had asked his name, he had told me, 'Just call me Cheers.') How did he come to know all these musicians so well? What did he do for a living? Who was he?

I.

- First of all I’d like to thank you very much for inviting me here today. It’s strange being back in this room. It seems like a lifetime since I left. My life has changed so much. Anyway, I think you’ve prepared some questions. So why don’t we start with them? I’m not very good at giving speeches. So who’d like to start?

- How did you get your present job?

- I saw an advert in the paper and wrote off for an application form. They wanted someone with languages. I’ve got Spanish and French at A level and I can understand Italian. 

- Were the subjects you studied at school useful in your work?

- Oh, yes. I never really liked school much and I didn’t work very hard but I enjoyed my A-level subjects and I liked the teachers in the sixth form. So, yes, the languages have been useful in my job and the other subjects, of course. I’ve got A-level Geography.

- Did you apply for many different jobs?

- Oh, yes. All different kinds of things too. I really wanted to be a translator or an interpreter but I didn’t want to go to university. I wanted to get out to work as soon as possible. But I get to do some translating now, of course. 

- Did you have to have an interview?

- Yes. And they made me speak in French and Spanish as well.

- How much training did they give you when you started?

- Very little. I spent two months at head office in London learning about the company. But in this job it’s experience that counts. It was my first season in Italy that really taught me about the job. 

- So what have you got out of the job?

She stopped me on the street and asked me where she could find George Brown. Asked me where she could find George Brown in New York City! What do you think of that?! I talked to her. It's like this. Some years ago George set off for New York to make his fortune. He did not reappear. Now there's a young farmer named Dodd she's going to marry next week. But Ada – her name's Ada Lowery – couldn't forget George, so this morning she saddled a horse and rode eight miles to the railway station to catch the 6.45 a.m. train. She came to the city to look for George. She must have thought the first person she inquired of would tell her where her George was! You ought to see her! What could I do? She had paid her last cent for her railroad ticket. I couldn't leave her in the street, could I? I took her to a boarding-house. She has to pay a dollar to the landlady. That's the price per day."

"That's no story," said I. "Every ferry-boat brings or takes away girls from Long Island."

Tripp looked disappointed. "Can't you see what an amazing story it would make? You ought to get fifteen dollars for it. And it'll cost you only four, so you'll make a profit of eleven dollars."

"How will it cost me four dollars?" I asked suspiciously.

"One dollar to the landlady and two dollars to pay the girl's fare back home."

"And the fourth?" I inquired.

"One dollar to me," said Tripp. "Don't you see," he insisted, "that the girl has got to get back home today?"

And then I began to feel what is known as the sense of duty. In a kind of cold anger I put on my coat and hat. But I swore to myself that Tripp would not get the dollar.

Tripp took me in a street-car to the boarding-house. I paid the fares.

In a dim parlour a girl sat crying quietly and eating candy out of a paper bag. She was a real beauty. Crying only made her eyes brighter.

"My friend, Mr. Chalmers. He is a reporter," said Tripp "and he will tell you, Miss Lowery, what's best to do."

I never realized what a big place it is."

Tripp broke in with an awkward little laugh. "Oh, the boys from the country forget a lot when they come to the city. He may have met another girl or something. You go back home, and you'll be all right."

In the end we persuaded Miss Lowery to go back home. The three of us then hurried to the ferry, and there I found the price of the ticket to be but a dollar and eighty cents. I bought one, and a red, red rose with the twenty cents for Miss Lowery. We saw her aboard her ferry-boat and stood watching her wave her handkerchief at us. And then Tripp and I faced each other.

"Can't you get a story out of it?" he asked. "Some sort of a story?"

"Not a line," said I.

"I'm sorry," he said quietly. There was disappointment in his tone. Tripp unbuttoned his shabby coat to reach for something that had once been a handkerchief. As he did so I saw something shining on his cheap watch-chain. It was the half of a silver cent that had been cut in halves with a chisel.

     Children develop so rapidly, particularly between  the  ages  of three and five, that it is a real deprivation to deny them experiences which will help them forward.  The place of mathematics in this scheme of things is at first sight more debatable. Maths in the nursery? Whatever next?

     The word mathematics conjures up horrors, of old maths (fractions never quite understood,  tables never quite remembered),  of  the  new maths (strange  talk  of  sets and matrices and homework we can't help with) and a nightmare of three-year-olds  doing "simple  addition  and subtraction sum".  All these horrors can, and must, be done away with. And sums in the nursery must be the first to go.

     Children don't learn by changing tables, particularly very young children. They learn by doing, by having a variety of experiences from which they can eventually abstract some general idea.  The younger the child, the more important the concepts rather than the skills to which they lead; later on, each is useless without the other.

     So what are the concepts behind simple sums?  Before a child  can understand that five is more than three he will need the idea of ordering - which he can get from bringing home sticks of different lengths and sorting  them  out  in order from the shortest to the longest.  He will also need the idea of inclusion (these three cream buns are  included in that plateful of five cakes). He'll need other concepts, too, before even such an innocent statement as 2+3=5 can be made with  conviction, pleasure or complete understanding of what it means.

     Adults can all give a child enormous help so long as  they  don't talk too much,  give the game away,  or block the children's thoughts. "Come along, dear, we're going to play with this lovely clay this morning, let's see what we can make with it.  I think I can make a lovely elephant, come along, what about the trunk..." That poor  child  will have made a mental note that whatever he takes up as a career it won't be sculpture.

     Much better to intervene not by leading the child, but by picking up what he's doing.

     One common reaction is "Why are they spending all the day messing about with sand and water instead of doing some sums?"

     Perhaps it would help parents to understand the reason, if we call this activity "pre-sums", like "pre-school".  So what about this "sand and water"?

     Take sand first.  Comparisons can be made  between  wet  and  dry sand. Which  will pour?  Which is heavier?  Will this bucket hold more than container? How much sand can be shared among the three of us?

     These are  just  some  of the possibilities.  Not that you should swamp all children with such questions;  Matthew,  the  three-year-old who spent  the  best  part  of a morning filling his tipper-lorry with sand, dumping it somewhere else and repeating the process,  was  enjoying the sheer experience of handling the stuff and working spontaneously at his own level.  But there is no doubt that the concepts  were there literally for the asking.
